Following is the impact  of our efforts through 2025

. Needy A/L students of Vembadi - Scholarship Fund ($.2,000)
VOGA Canada had committed to assist  26 selected A/L students 
with their tuition fees.   10 of them were fully financed and have 
completed in December 2025.  There is now a balance  of LKR. 
492,800, and another LKR 407,200 will be required to assist the 
remaining 16 students to complete in December 2026. 
VOGA Canada 2025 fulfilled  this financial obligation of Can.$ 
2,000 (LKR. 407,200) approximately.

. Donation to Fred Victor, a 
Canadian charity

As a gesture of appreciation we 
made a donation of $. 2,200 to

. Cyclone Ditwah in Sri Lanka

A sum of $. 2,100  was collected in support of 
those badly impacted by Cyclone Ditwah that 
devastated Sri Lanka.  With the help of Rishi 
Thondunathan, a re-nowned social worker in 
Sri Lanka, 65 dry ration care packages were 
distributed in a very badly affected remote tea 
estate in Nuwara Eliya .
The remainder of the funds will go towards providing school 
supplies to children who have lost their homes.  This can be 
actioned only when the schools reopen after the 22nd of January 
2026.  A report  will be provided at that time.

VOGA 2025 PRIDE PROJECT - REVITALIZING COMPUTER LABS AT 
VEMBADI  -
Vembadi Principal Ms. Grace Thevarajah,  reported the urgent 
need for 4 well equipped computer labs for fostering 
innovation and preparing our students for future challenges.

After allocating  approximately $.2,000 to complete the 
Scholarship Fund for Advanced Level students in Vembadi and 
a further $. 2,000 in the account for the next committee, the 
remainder will be allocated for the specific purpose of  
revitalizing one computer lab and will be held in the restricted 
fund as cashable GIC until we are ready for the project.  
Hopefully this will become a legacy project for VOGA Canada.
